Annie Lovelass — Acrylics — 13 Jan 2014

Annie, who has lived in East Lulworth for the last 30 years, paints mainly the sea but now also
paints animal portraits and has started on humans. She normally works on canvas but will use
good quality paper as well.

Colour, shape and light are very important to her, she does not like monochrome and would like
to paint George Clooney although it was not clear whether she meant a picture.......

Annie sometimes primes canvas in when she is doing a portrait but today has used white and
drawn the outline in pencil. She says there are two reasons for using acrylics; versatile and
forgiving and uses it thinly and builds up. She normally uses Daler-Rowney paints but says to
always use good quality ones. She normally works from photographs as she said it works for her.

She is painting a picture of Lulworth Cove and started with the sky in Ultramarine but does not

leave holes.

She then added some white for the clouds and uses allsorts of things to fluff them up; tolilet
rolls, sponges, credit cards etc. These are added with an almost dry brush.




Ultramarine, Cadmium Yellow and Raw Sienna were mixed for the grass.

She likes using brush strokes to create interesting textures and not necessarily the depth of
the paint. She then used pure Raw Umber to highlight the edges of the land.




Annie then used a nylon fan brush with upward strokes to create tufts of grass and a stubbly
brush again with upward strokes for vegetation. This was a mixture of Ultramarine, Cadmium
Yellow and Raw Umber.

After the break Annie went on to another painting of a Snowdonia scene which was half
completed.




[t needs to be dark enough to give an autumnal feel and dry-brushed to create the ridges in the
folds of the hills.

This picture of Venice has been painted for the Purbeck Arts Festival. Annie originally put some
gondolas in but then thought that they detracted from the rest of the picture. So painted
them out again — Oh the flexibility of acrylics!




She put some more Raw Umber into the sky to darken it down and also into the water for
reflection using a 1” decorating brush with a different colour on each side to drag across the
picture.
